The first delegation, led by Fed-
eration President Fred Drewe of
Winnipeg, consisted of CCFS
members from Victoria, Calgary,
Winnipeg, Ottawa and Toronto.

A second delegation, which ar-
rived a few days later, was led by
our own Lolan Merklinger, and
also consisted of many old
friends of China.
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After visiting Shanghai, each
delegations then set off in differ-
ent directions. The Drewe dele-
